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This grant is open to all organizations, no matter of legal structure, that serve youth ages 1 to 19 years of age through regularly scheduled programming.  This grant opportunity is offered on a first come-first serve basis with the NDFMGA choosing recipients based on the strength of their proposal and the likelihood of success of their project.  Chosen recipients will receive $500.  Five recipients will be chosen each calendar year the grant is offered.  Once funds set aside for this program are gone, no further grants will be offered.  Recipients can only receive grant funds once per organization.

The project must entail the use, planting, growing, or harvesting of edible garden items. Non-edible garden projects will be rejected. One-time projects will be viewed less favorably than long term projects who have support from their organization or community for future growth and sustainability.

By submitting this application and receiving funding, the Project Coordinator listed on the application agrees to take full responsibility of the funds, their use, and the necessary reporting to the NDFMGA.  Any unused funds will be returned to the NDFMGA and not used for any project or activity not outlined within the application.  All funds are expected to be spent within the current calendar year in which they are issued.  If this is not possible, special exceptions should be sought from the Executive Director of the NDFMGA (contact information at the bottom of this application). 

Acknowledgement: During the course of this project and life of financial support from the NDFMGA, recipient agrees to acknowledge the support of the NDFMGA on all publications, press releases, signage, marketing or advertising materials including online, video, and audio media. · A final report outlining the project outcomes, number of youth that participated, names of other community or school organizations that were involved in the project, how the edible garden items were used, sold, or distributed  and the value of the project to the organization it’s participants and community.
